The Steps
First-year Tutors and their Coordinators commence the P2P process at the end of term one. 
1. Coordinators complete a Supervised Home Visit (SHV), during which they observe the Tutor perform a home visit with a family and record their reflections using the SHV tool. 
2. Coordinators begin SDA mapping, introducing Tutors to the Core HIPPY Tutor Skills and discussing how these relate to their roles and responsibilities. This process allows each Tutor and their Coordinator to identify areas the Tutor needs or would like to develop, as well as those they feel will help them succeed both as a Tutor and in life after HIPPY. 
Unlike the second-year SDA, the first-year SDA includes only the Core HIPPY Tutor Skills. The Tutor identifies four goals from these core skills to add to their first-year P2P Plan with the expectation that they will be competent in all Core HIPPY Tutor Skills by the time they complete their employment the following year.

Process summary
The first-year process can be summarised as: 
1. At the end of term one, the first Supervised Home Visit (SHV) is completed and entered in ETO. 
2. The first-year SDA is then completed and entered in ETO. This allows the Tutor time to experience Tutor training, several home visits and possibly a Gathering.
3. After this, the first-year P2P Plan is completed and entered in ETO.
4. The first-year P2P Plan is then reviewed and entered in ETO in term 4.
